To create a root folder to house all of your web design work:

· Open up your “G” drive

· Right click and choose “New” and click on “Folder”

· Rename your new folder “PhotographyWebsite.” Do not include spaces

· Save everything needed for your website in this main root folder. This includes artwork, background images and Dreamweaver files.
To create a webpage background image:

· Open up Adobe Photoshop

· Go to “File” and select “New”

· Create a 4” by 4” 200 dpi file

· Add imagery and your name

· Go to “File” and select “Save As”

· Save your image as a jpeg file in your website root folder

To create a Dreamweaver HTML page:
· Go to “File” and select “New”

· Click on “Basic Page” and “HTML”

· Click “Create”

· Give your page a title in the “Title” menu

· Click on “Page Properties” at the bottom of the window

· Choose your default fonts, sizes and colors

· Next to “Background Image” click on “Browse” and add one of your webpage backgrounds

· Next to “Repeat” click “No Repeat”

· Click “Ok”

· If your image shows up too big in Dreamweaver check your image Photoshop settings. Make sure your background is 4” by 4” and 300 dpi.

· Go to “File” and select “Save As”

· Save your webpage with the appropriate page name in your root folder only. Use the default save settings. Remember to title your main page “Index” and the other web pages “Resume,” “Artist Statement” and “Photography.” If you have additional gallery pages for additional art categories, name those appropriately as well.
To add a table menu to your webpage:

· Click at the top of your webpage in design mode to create a curser (blinking straight line)

· Move your mouse to the top of the Dreamweaver interface and look for the image icon of a table.

· Click on the icon to add a table

· To create a basic menu table, create a table with one row and at least four columns (You will need more columns if you plan on having additional gallery pages…i.e. drawing, painting, sculpture).

· Leave all the other table settings as is, and click “Ok”

· Type the following content into your table, one category per row:
· Home

· Resume

· Artist Statement

· Photograph

After you insert your menu options you can resize your table…just like how you would in Word. You can also highlight and manipulate the size, font and color of your text if you so choose. Once you have your menu bar created in one page, you can highlight it and “Copy” and “Paste” it onto your other Dreamweaver pages…saving lots of time.

Once you create your menu table, you can begin adding content to your pages. Use tables to organize your resume, artist statement and photographic imagery.
