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Photography 1-2: Writing in the Curriculum!
This month, Photography 1-2 students will begin their introduction to artful writing practices! Currently, all Photography 1-2 students write everyday for the first five minutes of class regarding a daily prompt on the board. In the very near future, Photography 1-2 students will begin formal analysis writing. This type of writing involves choosing a specific artwork created by a historical or contemporary photographer and analyzing it thoroughly. Students have a copy of the formal analysis steps in their photography handbook, and can also access a worksheet on our main photography page. Once students gain a sufficient amount of experience writing about artwork, they will be asked to complete a monthly Artist of the Month sketchbook assignment, in which they combine formal analysis steps with research to write a monthly research paper. The Artist of the Month for October is Sally Mann. These monthly assignments are checked on the final school day each month month. Ask your student about the work of Sally Mann today!

Photography 3-4: Music and Art Combined! 
Just recently, all photography 3-4 students completed an assignment which involved the toning of 35mm black and white enlargements. This Wednesday, students will participate in a new and innovative style of critique. Prior to the critique session, each student will choose a work of art by one of their peers that they would like to reflect upon in length. After choosing a work that strikes them, each student will choose a song that they feel accurately represents the message behind their chosen piece. During the critique itself, students will take turns sharing their chosen piece and playing their chosen song. While each song is playing, students will free-write, allowing all of their reflective thoughts to flow onto paper. When each song ends, the class will open up to conversation, in which students will share their interpretations. Remind your students to bring their MP3 players on Wednesday for this innovative experience!

Photography 5-6: Time to Reflect!
Photography 5-6 students are just about to wrap up their medium format black and white series, and will soon embark upon a color film series. At this point in time, advanced students will be asked to reflect upon their accomplishments so far this year, and set attainable goals for the near and distant future. Students will be completing goal setting exercises within the week, so be sure to ask them about their artistic expectations.
Questions students will consider:
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What projects this year have been successful? What made those particular projects a success? What went well?

· What projects this year have been challenging? What obstacles did you experience while completing those projects? What lessons did you learn from those projects?

· What technical skills do you need to work on for future successes in photography? How do you plan on improving those skills?

· What compositional skills do you need to work on for future successes in photography? How do you plan on improving those skills?

· What type of subject matter will I focus on in future series works that will make my photography stand out from the crowd?

· Do I need to work on my time management skills? If so, what will I do to make sure I complete assignments in a timely fashion?
