This is a week-long introduction in which students will learn every single function to a manual camera, and how to control those functions to acquire interesting and aesthetically engaging imagery. Photography 3-4: A Blast From the Past!
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In the very near future, Photography 3-4 students will begin their introduction to medium format photography! Students will be using a variety of different camera bodies to acquire negatives that are roughly 2 ¼” by 2 ¼” in size. Larger negative = better quality! Students will learn how to operate a light meter in combination with a medium format camera to achieve the best exposure. Cameras within our collection include basic twin lens reflex cameras and a few Mamiyas! Be sure to ask your students about these larger then life negatives!

Photography 5-6: Getting Our Independent Feet Wet!
Photography 5-6 students are slowly getting used to having more artistic say these days! In Photography 1-2 and 3-4, students hear a lot of “do this,” “try that,” and “let’s do that again.” These days, Photography 5-6 students hear, “what would you like to try out?” 
Photography 5-6 students are at the level in their artistic growth to begin making reflective decisions about their art making process. Students are given the tools to create and the freedom to explore subject matter of their choosing. For many students, this process of brainstorming projects of their own is rather daunting and difficult at first. Over time, students learn the value of experimentation, learning from their mistakes, pushing themselves to the limit and challenging one another. For their first assignment students were asked to shoot a roll of 35mm black and white film keeping in mind a subject matter of their choosing. Students will present on Friday their ten strongest prints mounted and matted. We will see how this new found freedom challenges their artistic accountability!
